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Recently Mahlon and Esther Shoup gave me a 
pamphlet for our Archives.  Mahlon’s mother, Ruby 
Kibbe Shoup, grew up in Ellington and moved to 
Pennsylvania when she married.  This was an item 
she had saved from her days in Ellington when she 
was a member of this Church.  Fortunately for us 
her family continued to preserve it and brought it 
back to Ellington when they moved here from 
Pennsylvania some years ago. 

The pamphlet has a picture of this Church when it 
was built, with urns on the four corners of the main 
roof.  The Rev. James Carter was listed as pastor 
(1917-1922) and all the officers and committee 
members are listed on the back of the 4 x 6 inch 
single-page pamphlet.  Apparently the inside was 
blank so it could be used on various occasions.  The 
Friendship Class had this so-called “Calendar” 
printed and stated “gives a cordial invitation to all 
adults not otherwise connected with the school to 
join them in the Study of God’s word at the Sunday 
school hour.” 

Inside are handwritten activities for Sunday, May 
23, 1920 as well as notice of the Annual Meeting of 
the Tolland County Assn. of Congregational 
Churches to be held on Tuesday in Talcottville.  
Also, the Thursday Midweek Meeting is listed and 
advance notice of Children’s Day on June 13 “when 
the pastor will be glad to know of any of the friends 
wishing to dedicate their children in Baptism.”
