Ellington School for Boys which stood on the north
side of Frog Hollow Road, just beyond the

intersection of Tomoka Avenue and Main Streetl.

Eventually Robert Wood and his daughter, Louise
lived on Main Street where Robert and Debora
Wallace now live. Frank Wood and his family,
consisting of three daughters, lived on the farm o
West Road next to Kloter Farms. His younges
daughter, Ruth, was church organist for some yea
Mrs. Thompson and her husband lived on Mai
Street where Tim and Lynn Fahy now live and

Jennie Wood lived with her sister, who was not

well, and her husband, Morton Thompson, who w3
very active in this church and held many positions.

The brass cross and candlesticks, which stand
front of the pulpit, were given in 1949 in memofy o
Orson and Mary Miller Wood by their descendents.
