It's just that some prayers a
better than others. Conscious prayers are t
best.

In its purest form, prayer is conversation
Communion. Connection. Intimacy. Prayer is
the dialect of Divinity. Prayer is actuallye
authentic conversation because you don't ha
to hold back; you can say whatever needs to [
said, exactly the way you want to express it
when you want to express it. You won't be
judged. You won't risk losing love; instead, by
praying you will increase your awareness of it
You won't have to phrase your words carefully
lest there be misunderstandings, because Yy«
can't be misunderstood. Even if you don't knov
what you want or need, Spirit knows what
you're about to say, ask, beg, scream, or prai
before you utter a syllable.
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Then why do we need to lift up our voice in
prayer?

Because it's not good for us to be silent. We
need to get real life off our chests. Get

whatever's bedeviling us out into the open, so
that we can get on with it. We can't do that

when we're stuck, and people do get stuck, in a
kind of self-destructive holding pattern, when

they're silent. “Every person’s life is lived as a

series of conversations,” Deborah Tannen tells
us. We pray because we need to talk to
Someone who is really listening.

Annual Meetings at ECC are always well, and
enthusiastically, attended, but there are always a
few people who are unable to be there. This
article is for you! You may have heard that a
few new things are happening in this church,
especially if you were following the progress of
the Long-Range Planning Committee throug
2008. Let me tell you about one of them.

—

The position of Moderator is an important one
in the Congregational Church, as it is best filled
by someone who knows the framework of
congregationalism, and also someone who
knows his or her particular church and its
members very well. The Moderator rung
monthly and annual church meetings, aids the
pastor(s) in making sure that boards and
committees function smoothly, and provides a
liason between the pastors and congregation for
smaller matters. This doesn’t sound like mucph
of a job, but it plays itself out in the details of
church life.

It is not always easy to find someone to fill this
position, and there is certainly no how-tg
manual for carrying out the job. When the time
came to develop the nominating slate for 2004
Pastor Don and | had several conversations
about a new Moderator, who, we thought,
should be someone from a younger generation
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who has a great interest in leading the church.
We decided to try something different, namely a
position of Vice-Moderator for one year, to help
guide someone into the position of Moderator.
So, at the Annual Meeting, | announced the
creation of the post of Vice-Moderator for one
year only. That person would agree to have
his/lher name placed in nomination for the
position of Moderator at the Annual Meeting of
2010. This is_not permanent position. We
will thoroughly evaluate this process, and will
then perhapsuggest a by-law change to make it
permanent.

After this announcement, | appointed Jill
McAllister to fill the position of Vice-
Moderator for one year, under the agreement
discussed above. | strongly believe that Jill is
the perfect candidate at this time. Jill served
enthusiastically on the Long-Range Planning
Committee and  therefore  knows its
recommendations and plans intimately.

She cares deeply about ECC; she has served on
several committees and joins in with various
church projects. She and | will be working
closely together through 2009, and | believe that
she will make an excellent Moderator in 2010.

in which is printed a copy of a Discourse the Rev.

Nathaniel H. Eggleston*, Associate Pastor of th
Congregational Church, in Ellington, Connecticut
preached in 1845 on the occasion of the late Sta
Fast.

Some of the highlights of his sermon a@opos
today and they follow:

On a given Sunday in New England one-quarter ¢
the population is in Church. The tavern is ¢
popular place on the Sabbath. The stage coa

rattles through the town and the railroads come

thundering by the house of God. The Sabbath
not sacred to rest and religious improvement as
was in days gone by.

1) As a nation, we are and for some time have
been casting off the fear of God.

2)

We are devoted to getting rich.

Our politics are divorced from morality. Our
Fathers considered it their duty to vote and
engage in legislation but at this time, the
Rev. Eggleston said, politics has become a
selfish game and he who stoops to dishonest
means frequently wins.

4) Disregard for rights of man. "All men are
created equal' and the nations across the
Atlantic read our creed and are forced to
smile at our lack of enforcing this. Slavery
was acknowledged as an existing evil. (You
will note this was before the Emancipation

Proclamation!)

Mr. Eggleston preached, "Repent and return to th
place religion had in the lives of our forefatherg
when they settled in this country."”
